Apart from young people spending all their time chatting to their friends and not to you (!), there are some risks irs¢fudir u
mobile technology. A large proportion of new mobile phones have web access and more receabife TV has been launched.

This means that young people can access content from the internet and TV wherever they are and without parental or teacher
supervision. With the advent of picture and video messaging young people need to be increasingly careful about the @pages th
share. It is very easy for inappropriate images to be shared around a number of phones, changed and even put onlinesswhere it
impossible to get back.
